	Boat Travel Cost Subsidy
16.1 By taking the Race Venue (Uljin) as the reference point, a boat travel cost subsidy will be paid, depending upon the distance according to [17.1], the boat had to travel to get to the Race Venue and the amount of subsidy will be announced later. If a boat finishes only the first leg of the Ocean Race, the subsidy will be reduced to 30% of the amount that would otherwise have been paid. If a boat only finishes the 1st Leg(Uljin-Ulleung) race, only 30% of the cost will be subsidized. However, if the Organizing Committee determines that the boat could not finish the Ocean Race Leg 1 or Leg 2 due to unavoidable circumstances, they may decide to pay all or a part of the subsidy amount. 
· Other countries (China, Japan, Hong Kong, Singapore, United States of America, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, England, France etc.) will be announced later.
· The United Team, with Foreign Competitors who are designated or certified by Organizing Committee, will be provided KRW 1,000,000. 
16.2 All boat travel subsidy payments shall have 10% deducted for charitable donations to poor countries and children designated by KSF (such as UNICEF donations)

	The safety of a yacht and her crew is the sole and inescapable responsibility of the person in charge who must do his best to ensure that the yacht is fully found, thoroughly seaworthy and manned by an experienced crew who have undergone appropriate training and are physically fit to face bad weather. He must be satisfied as to the soundness of hull, spars, rigging, sails and all gear. He must ensure that all safety equipment is properly maintained and stowed and that the crew knows where it is kept and how it is to be used.

	Navigation lights shall not be mounted below deck level and should be at no less height than immediately under the upper lifeline.

	Navigation lights, stem lights, stern lights shall be checked.
