	Boat Travel Cost Subsidy for Korea Cup International Yacht Race
16.1 a) By taking the Race Venue (Uljin) as the reference point, a boat travel cost subsidy will be paid in accordance with the preliminary table of boat travel distances and subsidies provided in Paragraph 17 below. A finalized table of boat travel distances and subsidies will be announced later. If a boat finishes only one leg (such as Uljin-Dokdo leg, or Ulleung-Uljin leg) of the Offshore Race, the subsidy will be reduced to 30% of the amount that would otherwise have been paid. However, if the Organizing Committee determines that the boat could not finish the Offshore Race Leg 1 or Leg 2 due to unavoidable circumstances, they may decide to pay all or a part of the subsidy amount. 
b) Boat travel cost subsidies for countries not listed below (China, Japan, Hong Kong, Singapore, United States of America, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, England, France etc.) may be paid up to the highest rate applied in the table below for foreign boats or will be subject to negotiations.
c) In order to provide some transportation and lodging expense subsidies for foreign competitors (who are not already in Korea) who are invited to join Korean teams in the Korea Cup International Yacht Race, the Organizing Committee may provide such team with a subsidy of 1 million won, in addition to the boat travel cost subsidy mentioned above.  Only such teams that have been approved by the Organizing Committee beforehand as a “United Team” will be eligible to receive such subsidy16.2.

16.2 All boat travel subsidy payments shall be paid to the skipper of each team. 

16.3 All participation teams must fill out Long Distance Water Leisure Activities card and submit it local Korea Coast Guard before departure to the race venue (Uljin), and copy of the card should be submitted at registration. The Long Distance Water Leisure Activities card may be used for calculation of boat travel cost subsidies.
