	1,000,000~5,000,000Won will be given to each boat according to the distance from her home port to the venue and the number of crew. Boats that finish the 1st Leg only will be given 30% of the subsidy. But, the Organizing Authority may give some or whole of the subsidy if they recognize that the failure to complete the 1st or 2nd Leg was inevitable.

	The above subsidy will not be given to the invited teams. Instead, the invited teams will be given flight, charter boat, accommodation, and meals during their stay for the race by the Organizing Authority.

	Reserve navigation lights shall be carried having the same minimum specifications as the navigation lights above, with a separable power source, and wiring or supply system essentially separate from that used for the normal navigation lights.

	Spare bulbs for navigation lights shall be carried, or for lights not dependent on bulbs, appropriate spares.
	

	3.28.3 b
	A propulsion engine required by Special Regulations shall:

b) have a minimum amount of fuel which may be specified in the Notice of Race but if not, shall be sufficient to be able to meet charging requirements for the duration of the race and to motor at the above minimum speed for at least 8 hours.

	When an electric starter is the only method for starting the engine, have a separate battery, the primary purpose of which is to start the engine.

ⅰ) attached to through-bolted or welded deck plates or other suitable and strong anchorage fitted on deck, port and starboard of the yacht’s centre line to provide secure attachments for safety.

	Clipping Points:

Shall be provided-

a) attached to through-bolted or welded deck plates or other suitable and strong anchorage points adjacent to stations such as the helm, sheet winches and masts, wher e crew members work for long periods:

b) which, together with jackstays and static safety lines shall enable a crew member

ⅰ) to clip on before coming on deck and unclip after going below;

ⅱ) whist continuously clipped on, to move readily between the working areas on deck and cockpit(s) with the minimum of clipping and unclipping operations.

c) The provision of clipping points shall enable two-thirds of the crew to be simultaneously clipped on without depending on jackstays.

	Fire extinguishers, at least two, readily accessible in suitable and different parts of the yacht.

	The following lights shall be provided and readily available for the purpose of collision avoidance:

a) a watertight white torch (flashlight) with spare batteries and bulb.

	Each crew member shall have a lifejacket as follows:

a) Equipped with a whistle.

b) fitted with marine grade retro-reflective material (OSR 4.18)

c) Compatible with the wearer’s safety harness.

d) If inflatable, regularly checked for air retention.

e) Clearly marked with the yacht’s or wearer’s name.

	5.02
	Each crew member shall have a harness and safety line that complies with EN 1095 (ISO12401) or equivalent with a safety line no more than 2m in length.

a) Warning it is possible for a plain snap hook to disengage from a U-bolt if the hook is rotated under load at right-angles to the axis of the U-bolt. For this reason the use of snap hooks with positive locking devices is strongly recommended.
